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Make-up Assignment for ECE Internship

When you miss a day at your internship site, you must make it up on your own time.  In order to make-up the time, please work with a child under the age of 10 for at least one hour (per missed internship day) and refer to the “Record what you do…” for the assignment.

Options for working with young children: You may go to an elementary school, child care center after school, or preschool on early release days and/or teacher workdays.  You are also welcome to find a sibling, cousin, niece/nephew, or neighbor to work with - under the age of 10.
· Record what you do…
· Who is the child?  How do you know the child?
· Where were you able to spend time with the child?
· Were there any other adults there?  Were there any other children there?
· Explain the activities that you completed with the child.
· You must do constructive activities – NO T.V. or movies 

· You may use games to play with the child or other ideas you may have. *We have resources in our classroom!
· Include how you handled any problems with the child (if there were any) and how the child reacted.
· Please record the times and date(s) that you were able to work with the child.
· Have a signature from either the child’s parent or your parent/guardian.  Preferably the child’s parent.
· Write a brief paragraph on the experience with the child and how it compares to your internship experience.
· Make-up assignment(s) must be turned-in by the end of each quarter to make-up credit missed on internship days.
***If your parents explain why you are not able to complete this assignment, there will be an alternative.***
